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CHAPTER III
METHODOLOGY

The chapter describes the methodology used in the research. The description includes method, population and sample, instruments, procedures and data analysis in the research from collecting, identifying, analyzing and interpreting the data.

3.1 Method and Technique of the Study 

The study is to find out how the teachers develop syllabus based on School-based Curriculum Development (KTSP). The study is a qualitative one. It aims at understanding in a phenomenon that happen to research subject by describing it into words and using natrural method in a natural context (Moleong, 6: 2004). 

The method used in this study is descriptive one. It is kind of a method that try to describe the problems happen nowadays (Sudjana, 2004). In term of educational issues, this method tends to be a function in solving the problems of educational practise. Therefore, it is suitable for this study because it focuses on the new policy in education curriculum, KTSP. 

3.2 Respondents 

Based on Encyclopedia of Educational Evaluation, cited in Arikunto (108: 2002), population is a set of all elements whose attributes of interest are one or more. In other word, population can be called as the whole research subject.
So, the population of the research is English teachers in junior high school in Bandung City and West Bandung that start in implementing KTSP or have implemented it. 

Sample is part of population that has similar characteristics (Sudjana, 85:2004). Besides, sample can be called as representatives of research population (Arikunto, 109:2002). So, sample research is conducted in order to generalize research result. Based on Arikunto (110:2002), the brief explanation of sample can be seen in the following diagram.

The technique in taking the sample is purposive sample.  Maxwell (1996) cited in Alwasilah (2002) said that there are some reasons why choosing purposive samples : special characteristics/representatives of setting, individuals, or activities; heterogenous of population; critical analysis to existing theories; and   looking for comparison/differences between setting, individuals or phenomenon. 

So, this study took 28 Junior High School English teachers who are the members of MGMP in Bandung City and West Bandung District that start implementing KTSP or have implemented it. 

3.3 Data Collection

1. The data collected in this study covers:

a. The ways teachers developing syllabus based on KTSP 

b. Problems faced in developing syllabus based on KTSP

2. Data Sources

a. Literary study: activity in gathering information by analyzing some literatures related to the research questions

b. Respondents: they provide data by answering the questions in questionnaire and interview 

1. Questionnaire 

Questionnaire is a sum of written questions which is used to get information from respondents, said Arikunto (126:2002).  Following are some advantages in using questionnaire (Ali, 1993:68)

· Questionnaire can submit data which has lot of components 

· Respondents feel free to fill in questionnaire because there is no mental connection between researcher and respondents

· The questionnaire are carefully answered because there is no time limitation 

· Data are easy to be analyzed because of similar questions


There are two types of questionnaire used in this research based on the way in answering the questions, Close-ended questionnaire and combination of Open-ended and Close-ended questionnaire (Nasution, 129: 2003). Close-ended questionnaire contains questions or statements and optional answers. Form of answer options is rating-scale or Likert scale which uses these following scale categories (Ibrahim and Sudjana, 107:2004):

a. Strongly Agree/ Sangat Setuju (SS)

b. Agree/ Setuju (S)

c. Undecided/ Tidak Tentu (TT)

d. Disagree/ Tidak Setuju (TS)

e. Strongly Disagree/Sangat Tidak Setuju (STS) 


The score of rating-scale can be seen in the following table below. This type of questionnaire is conducted to answer the ways of teachers in developing syllabus based on KTSP.

Combination of Open-ended and Close-ended questionnaire means that the questionnaire has not only optional answer but also alternative answer that gives the opportunities for respondents to answer questions beside the available answers. This questionnaire type is arranged to find out the problems faced by teachers in developing syllabus based on KTSP.
2. Interview 
Interview is a dialogue conducted by interviewer to get information from interviewee (Arikunto, 132:2002). He also said that the functions of interview are cross-check data from questionnaire and getting data that can not be covered by questionnaire.  

Therefore, the research uses interview as instrument in collecting the data from the teachers as respondents after they have answered the questionnaire completely. The interview is conducted based on the items in questionnaire to get clear and depth information. 

3. Study of Documents 

Study of document can be defined as the activities in collecting data by learning, analyzing and submitting information from books and documentation etc that related to educational issue. The documents are related to syllabus development based on KTSP. 

In order to get accurate information about the ways of teachers developing syllabus in school, this study will check of teacher completeness documents such as Syllabus, School Curriculum (KTSP), Content Standard, Framework Standard, and other related documents.

3.4 The Time of Collecting Data 

Data were collected from respondents within a month, since 14 May – 14 June 2007 after Junior High School Students finish national final test, Ujian Nasional (UN) and school final test, Ujian Akhir Sekolah (UAS). 

3.5 Technique of Analyzing Data 

The result of the data can be reached after gathering the data from questionaire and interview. Data was analyzed by using frequency. The formula is used to analyze combination of Close-ended and open-ended questionnaire. It is conducted by calculating the frequencies of an item answered by respondents.
Besides using those formulas, the data also checked through interview and documentation to make the analysis more accurate. After that, data is described based on the result of the formula, interview and documentation study. 

Below are some steps in analyzing the data

1. Having collected the data from questionnaire and the writer checked numbers of questionnaire that given back.

2. Arranging interview to get depth information from the questionnaire 

3. Checking respondents completeness in their documents related to the syllabus development

4. Classifying the answer of questionnaire combined with the answer from interview 

5. Calculating the Frequencies of items in questionnaires

6. Analyzing and interpreting the data from questionnaire and interview

7. Describing the result of the data into words from questionnaire, interview and study of documentation to answer research questions. 
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
